   Fifth Sunday of Easter (A) - 3rd May 2026 The Gospel of this 
Fifth Sunday of  
Easter proposes a 
twofold command-
ment of faith: to  
believe in God and 
to believe in Jesus. 
In fact, the Lord said to his disciples: “Believe in 
God, believe also in me” (Jn 14:1). They are not two 
separate acts but one single act of faith, full adherence 
to salvation wrought by God the Father through his 
Only begotten Son. The New Testament puts an end 
to the Father’s invisibility. God has shown his face, as 
Jesus’s answer to the Apostle Philip confirms: “He 
who has seen me has seen the Father” (Jn 14:9).  
 
These words sum up the newness of the New Testa-
ment, that newness which appeared in the Bethlehem 
Grotto: God can be seen, God has shown his face, he 
is visible in Jesus Christ. Jesus’ answer ushers us into 
the heart of Christological faith. (…) In Jesus, too, the 
mediation between God and man attains fulfilment.
